TOURNAMENT RULES AND INFORMATION
This tournament is certified by the United States Bowling Congress and all tournament games shall be played in strict compliance with USBC playing rules.

ELIGIBILITY: All participants must be certified by the USBC for the current 2009-2010 season, and must be 50 years of age or older as of November 27, 2009.

FORMAT: Three games will be bowled for each event.

HANDICAP & ENTERING AVERAGE: Handicap will be based on 100% of the participant’s entering average and 220.  The entering average will be the participant’s HIGHEST USBC certified league average for 21 games or more from the 2008-2009 season, whether from a regular league or a senior league.  Spring or summer leagues will be considered only if there is no other eligible average.  Any entrant without an average from the 2008-2009 season will use his/her HIGHEST USBC certified league average for 21 games or more from the 2007-2008 season, whether from a regular or seniors league, or have 21 games by November 27, 2009 with a written verification from the league secretary.  Any entrant without an average under this rule must bowl without a handicap.
AVERAGE ADJUSTMENT & VERIFICATION: All participants are required to familiarize themselves with the Provisions of USBC Rule 319C, pertain to re-rating, and will be governed by application of that rule.

It shall be each bowler’s responsibility to verify the accuracy of his/her average in handicap or classified tournaments, whether the average was originally submitted by the bowler, his/her captain, or others.  Failure to use the proper average shall disqualify score if submitted average is lower than actual average, or cause prize winnings to be based on submitted average if it is higher.
Tournament Manager reserves the right to re-rate or reject any entrant prior to participation.

PARTICIPATION REQUIREMENTS: Re-entries allowed but cash only once with the same partner, and also only once in the singles event.  Partners in the doubles event do not necessarily have to be members of the same age classification.  Doubles classification shall be based on the average age of the two entrants with doubles prizes being paid for each age classification.   For purposes of singles and all-events, each entrant will be classified according to his/her own age.  The first doubles and singles scores will count towards all-events.  Split entries will be accepted.

PRIZES AND AWARDS: Prize fee will be returned 100%.

Only the first all-events score will count towards prizes.  Prize ratio will be at least one prize for each 10 entries or fraction thereof in each event.  All prizes will be paid for scores with handicap.  There will be a separate prize list for each age classification in doubles, singles, and all-events.

The participation in classes B, C, D, and E with the highest all-events score including handicap will be eligible for a paid entry in the 2010 Empire State USBC BA Senior Tournament.  Then alternates from the same age division may be sent, in order of finish, except that the lowest alternate who will be accepted will be fourth place finisher in each age division.  These winners must submit an entry to Syracuse USBC Bowling Association one month before entries close.
